Keynote/plenary sessions are included in your registration but don't appear on your badge. If you're registered for the full
conference, you are registered for 11 plenary sessions including lunch keynotes Thurs, Fri & Sat and the Fri & Sat night events.

Getting to the Hotel from the Airport: Approx 25 mins. Shuttle $18 one way; $29 round trip - departs every 15 mins
from the baggage level.
